Setting the Date for the Métis Nation - Saskatchewan Election 
 

WHEREAS Article 8.2 of the Constitution of the Métis Nation – Saskatchewan requires elections 
for the Executive and Regional Representatives to be held within four years of the previous 
election but does not fix the specific day on which the election is to be held; and 
 
WHEREAS the Saskatchewan Métis Elections Act 2007 is proposed to be amended to define 
“election day” as the day fixed by resolution of the Métis Nation Legislative Assembly (MNLA);  
 
BE IT RESOLVED that the Métis Nation – Saskatchewan (MN-S) Provincial Métis Council 
recommend to the MNLA that May 29, 2021 be fixed as an election day for the election of the 
Executive and Regional Representatives of the MN-S.
