1. INTRODUCTION:

WHEREAS the mandate of Parks Canada Agency, a body corporate established under
Section 3 of the Parks Canada Agency Act, is to protect and present nationally significant
examples of Canada’s natural and cultural heritage and foster public understanding,
appreciation and enjoyment in ways that ensure ecological and commemorative integrity
for present and future generations;

AND WHEREAS Parks Canada and the MN-S share a common interest in protecting the
natural and cultural resources of Batoche National Historic Site; Fort Walsh National
Historic Site; Motherwell Homestead National Historic Site; Fort Battleford National

As the current agreement expires on March 31, 2026, this MOU will extend the term by an
additional five years, to March 31, 2031.

An annual meeting will be convened by signatories to this MOU or their representatives to
review and revise this MOU as required.

6.  AMENDMENTS:

This MOU may be amended from time to time by a written Amendment signed by both
MN-S and Parks Canada.

7. CANCELLATION/TERMINATION:

This MOU may be terminated by any party upon receipt of 60 (sixty) days written notice of
the other party’s intention to terminate.
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
