e Priority areas identified in the Strategic Plan, including: governance, citizenship, self-
government negotiations, constitutional reform, and communications

e The intent to add a column to the workplan, in which the status of each deliverable will be
indicated, and to include “Workplan Updates” on future PMC meeting agendas.

INTRODUCTION - Saskatoon Mayor Charlie Clark

Mayor Clark extended thanks for the opportunity to meet and to build a relationship with the MN-S. He
recognized the resiliency of the Métis people; opportunities needed for children to succeed without
discrimination; and Saskatoon’s connections to communities across the Province (i.e.for work,
healthcare, etc.). He committed to learning about reconciliation and the impacts of colonization; and
welcomed invitations to visit Métis communities, and to attend Batoche 2018 and other events.

1. Set up meetings throughout the Province to consult with members, Local Presidents and
Regional Directors on what issues there are with respect to the Constitution and related
legislation, to determine what changes should be made;

2. Call for verbal and written briefs from the Regions and Locals, and whatever other
processes are deemed appropriate;

3. Report back to the PMC and the Métis Nation Legislative Assembly with its findings and
recommendations.
