Federal Government Engagement on 
Reconciliation of S. 35 Métis Rights 

 
That the Métis Nation – Saskatchewan (MN-S) Provincial Métis Council endorse the following 
resolution:  
 
WHEREAS the Federal Government has committed to engaging the Governing Members of the 
Métis National Council in regional exploratory discussions leading to the reconciliation of s. 35 
Métis rights; 
 
AND WHEREAS the Federal Government has entered into a Framework Agreement with the 
Manitoba Metis Federation, as well as MOUs with the Métis Nation of Alberta and the Métis Nation 
of Ontario respectively, for the above-stated purpose; 
 
AND WHEREAS the Federal Government has begun discussions with the Métis Nation of British 
Columbia for the same purpose; 
 
AND WHEREAS the Métis Nation – Saskatchewan is the only Governing Member of the Métis 
National Council which has not become engaged in this process of reconciliation;  
 
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that Vice-President Gerald Morin be hereby directed to write to 
Minister Carolyn Bennett requesting that a similar process be engaged in with the MN-S and to 
retain legal counsel to assist in the implementation of the process.
