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Amendments to the Métis Nation of Saskatchewan Citizenship Act, 1999

WHEREAS the Métis Nation Legislative Assembly (MNLA) has adopted the Métis Nation of
Saskatchewan Citizenship Act, 1999 (the “Act”) to provide for a process of registering eligible
persons as Métis citizens; and

WHEREAS it is necessary and expedient to amend the said Act to more accurately reflect the
actual registration process, to protect the privacy rights of Métis citizens, and to preserve and
enhance the Registry and in so doing to link the definition of Métis to the definition contained in
the Constitution of the Métis Nation — Saskatchewan rather than to membership in a Local and to
provide for appeals to be made to the MNLA;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Métis Nation — Saskatchewan Provincial Métis Council (PMC)
recommend to the MNLA the adoption of the proposed amendments to the Métis Nation of
Saskatchewan Citizenship Act, 1999, which are dated December 11, 2020 and set out in the
attached “Schedule A”.
