Contracts should include: 

• Wages: Provide proposed wage rates for head maintenance personnel and crew 
members.  

• CPIC Clearance: Submit current Canadian Police Information Centre (CPIC) 
clearance certificates for all crew members.  

• Maintenance Crew List: Furnish a complete list of maintenance crew personnel.  
• Tools and Resources: Detail the tools, equipment, and resources available to fulfill 

the contract obligations.  
 
Job Duties include: 
Contractor shall perform the following duties in support of the South Bay celebration 
event: 

• Equipment Transportation: Haul all necessary equipment to South Bay 
commencing August 3, 2026, and return all items on August 10, 2026. 

• Safety Compliance: Ensure adherence to all provincial safety regulations. Crew 
must provide their own personal protective equipment (PPE). 

• Camp Operations: Set up, maintain, and dismantle camp facilities daily. 
• Kitchen Support: Assist with kitchen setup, daily upkeep, and takedown as needed. 
• Equipment Maintenance: Maintain all camp equipment before, during, and after the 

event. 
• Waste Management: Conduct garbage collection twice daily throughout the event. 

Dispose of waste responsibly and encourage recycling. 
• Site Cleanliness: Ensure the campsite is left clean and orderly upon conclusion of 

the event. 
• Reporting: Provide daily status updates to event organizers. 
• Additional Duties: Perform other event-related duties as assigned by the Minister of 

Self-Determination & Self-Government, Brennan Merasty.
