“Metis Rights & Engagement Gathering” being held in  

South Bay – War Veterans Park (North Side) Thursday August 5 – Sunday August 9, 2026 
 
 

Contracts should include: 
 

• Wages: Provide proposed wage rates for the head of security and all security 
personnel.  

• CPIC Clearance: Submit current Canadian Police Information Centre (CPIC) 
clearance certificates for all security staff.  

• Security Crew List: Provide a complete list of security team members.  
• Patrol Plan: Include a map of designated patrol areas and a schedule outlining all 

shifts for the duration of the event.  
• Safety Standards: Confirm adherence to provincial safety regulations and supply of 

personal protective equipment (PPE) for all crew members. 
 
Job Duties include: 
The contracted security team will be responsible for the following duties: 

• Site Security:  
o Provide comprehensive day and night security coverage for the campsite and 

equipment from August 5–9, 2026. 
o Ensure minimal but effective monitoring of equipment on August 3, 4, and 

10, 2026. 
• Access Control: Set up and maintain a secured entrance gate for the duration of the 

event. 
• Parking Management: Control and monitor parking facilities throughout the event. 
• Prohibited Items Enforcement:  

o Ensure that alcohol, drugs, and other prohibited substances are not brought 
onto the premises. 

o Prevent intoxicated individuals from entering the site. 
• Supervision: Provide one designated head of security responsible for the 

supervision and coordination of all security staff. 
• Reporting: Provide daily status updates and incident reports to event organizers. 

 



 

 

 

• Safety Compliance: Follow provincial safety standards and ensure all crew supply 
their own personal protective equipment. 

• Support Services: Assist event organizers with daily garbage collection and disposal 
as required. 

• Additional Duties: Fulfill any other security-related responsibilities as assigned by 
the Minister of Self-Determination & Self-Government, Brennan Merasty.
